*Murals and bulletin boards have been purchased to highlight student work and progress. 

*Academic Growth – Proficiency is still a need, but lots of our minimally proficient students had 

growth.  A lot of students in partially proficient.  We will continue to teach highly leveled 

standards and track growth to target specific skills. 

*$59,000 in undesignated tax credit funds to further improve the campus – kickball field, back 

playground?  Future things to think about.
